There has never been a time in the history of medicine that we could 

take the very sickest and most debilitated of patients of all ages 

through the most intensive operative procedures in such a safe and 

effective manner.  There has never been a time in the history of medi-

cine that our professional standing and respect from other medical 

organizations has been as high.  There has never been a time that our 

income has been as high.  Therefore, any warnings or concerns I raise 

today have to be placed in the context of how much better our prac-

tices are today than they were 10 or even just 5 years ago. 

 

Recent estimates indicate that there is now a deficit of between 3,000 

to 5,000 anesthesiologists, and the relief of this deficit is going to take 

a number of years to overcome.   

 

It is never too early to start developing an interest in anesthesia.  Since 

1999 the ASA has had an active program to attract medical school 

students into our specialty.  This has been very successful and we now 

have over 1000 medical students in a special ASA component.
